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	[bookmark: _Hlk85016063][bookmark: _Hlk46146248]SECUREBLUE MSHO SUPPLEMENTAL BENEFIT REMINDER: PERS and Medication Dispenser

Reminder, effective 1/1/25 eligibility for the Dose medication dispenser and QMedic PERS benefits under SecureBlue MSHO was updated. Members who are on a Home and Community Based Services (HCBS) waiver are no longer eligible to receive the Dose medication dispenser or QMedic PERS under the MSHO supplemental benefit. 

The ONLY exception to this is SecureBlue members who had a device in 2024 and who remain at their waiver budget cap. These members may continue to receive their benefits under MSHO vs. the waiver as long as they remain at their waiver budget cap. If a member has money in their waiver budget, the device should be moved to the waiver.
 
New referrals to QMedic PERS or Dose medication dispenser paid UNDER MSHO are only for members who do not have a waiver. You may also continue to refer waiver members for these services to be paid under the waiver.
